REV. MATTHEW KERSCHEN died at the age of 76 at St. Clement’s Health
Care Center, Liguori, MO. Born in Goddard, KS, November 10, 1921;
professed at DeSoto, MO, August 2, 1942; ordained at Immaculate Conception
Seminary, Oconomowoc, WI, January 6, 1948. After eleven years as teacher,
socius and minister at Kirkwood, MO, he served in St. Alphonsus (Chicago,
IL) and Minneapolis, MN. In 1967 he was assigned to the New Orleans Vice-
province and served as superior in Bellair, and Corpus Christi, TX. He was
elected Vice-Provincial Superior (1981-1990) after which he was superior in
Biloxi, MS. A man of deep faith, quiet humor, and open honesty, he was a
solid and revered leader wherever he served. Died of a brain tumor that
developed quickly. 56 years professed; 50 years ordained. Buried in the family
Plot at Calvary Cemetery, Wichita, KS.
